A whole-note corresponds to an entire
bow length; a half-note corresponds to half the bow length, etc. Actual note durations will depend on dynamics; therefore, the actual duration
of each measure will vary accordingly. The violinist should play each note for as long as possible taking into consideration the length of bow
to be used, dynamics, molto espressivo playing, and the creation of as beautiful a tone as possible.
